The programme has shown that
teachers and parents have not only been keen to train as coaches at the level
of their children but also to become involved in organising and running the

weekly sessions. Furthermore, they have thoroughly enjoyed the experience.
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Since its inception in 2000 MILO Have-A-Go Cricket has had a major impact
on junior cricket throughout New Zealand. In the 2004-2005 season for
example, 199 schools, clubs and districts set up as MILO Have-A-Go Cricket
Centres. These centres were organised and run by 1079 teachers and

parents trained as MILO

coaches and catered for
5667 boys and girls. The

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WHAT IS A MILO HAVE-A-GO CRICKET CENTRE?

A MILO Have-A-Go Cricket Centre simply refers to a school, club or district
that organises and runs the MILO Have-A-Go Cricket programme. In most
instances, MILO Have-A-Go Cricket is run by schools and clubs. In some
areas, however, the programme is coordinated by a district on behalf of
schools and clubs and at the completion of the programme the players are
channelled back into MILO Kiwi Cricket in their schools or clubs.

MILO Have-A-Go Cricket is extremely flexible and can be tailored to meet the
needs of either the school, club or district. For example the programme can
be run afterschool [3.30-5.00pm], or in the early evening [5.45-7.15pm], or on
a Saturday morning [9.00-10.30am]. Many centres operate on weekday
evenings between 5.45pm and 7.15pm which enables more parents to attend
and assist as coaches, and also allows a better use of cricket grounds and
facilities. Many centres encouraged families to bring a picnic dinner or set up
a barbeque in conjunction with the programme.

1. To create an interest in the game of cricket and to follow this up by
encouraging children to play for their school or join a local club.

2. To teach these children the basic skills of cricket through a planned
progression of sessions so they can compete and enjoy the game.

3. To encourage parents and teachers to get actively involved in the

game as coaches.

4. To provide the positive first
step in a child’s (and his/her
parents) long participation
and involvement in cricket.

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WHAT RESOURCES AND HELP ARE AVAILABLE TO
SCHOOLS, CLUBS and/or DISTRICTS SETTING UP AND
RUNNING THE MILO HAVE-A-GO CRICKET PROGRAMME?

New Zealand Cricket and each of the Major Cricket Associations is committed
to helping schools, clubs and/or districts establish and maintain successful
MILO Have-A-Go Cricket Centres. In order to achieve this, and make them
easier to effectively run, a carefully planned programme, supported by a
selection of quality resources, has been developed by New Zealand Cricket.
This has been promoted and implemented by a network of MILO Summer
Squad cricket development officers in each Major Cricket Association who
have visited schools, recruited players, set up and provided advice, guidance
and ongoing support to MILO Have-A-Go Cricket Centres, and trained
teachers and parents as coaches.

The following resources and assistance are available to schools, clubs and/or
districts setting up and running the MILO Have-A-Go Cricket programme:

1. A detailed programme which provides a clear and logical progression of

12 planned weekly sessions of activities and modified games.

NB: The programme can be extended beyond 12 weeks hy:
Either repeating sessions
Or devising new sessions by combining activities and games from
several of the sessions
Or designing a tabloid session in which groups compete against
each other in several activities
Or having a modified game tournament session in which teams
are selected and compete against each other

2. A quality MILO Have-A-Go Cricket COACHING MANUAL which
outlines the role of the MILO Have-A-Go Cricket coach, and includes
detailed plans for each of the 12 weekly coaching sessions along with
the basic skills needed to run each session.

An informative MILO Have-A-Go Cricket VIDEO which provides
an audio-visual presentation of the structure of a session and the
fundamental cricket skills required in the programme.

3. Major Cricket Association MILO SUMMER SQUAD personnel:
To conduct free, two hour COACH EDUCATION COURSES for
teachers and parents to enable them to coordinate and run the
programme as well as to coach beginning cricketers the
rudimentary skills of the game.
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To visit select local primary schools to take MILO CRICKET
SKILLS AWARENESS LESSONS on behalf of the school or
clubs, and provide PROMOTIONAL PACKS containing
recruitment information to children to encourage them to play the
game by joining a school or club team.

To provide advice and guidance to each MILO Have-A-Go Cricket
Centre and to attend sessions, when appropriate, to provide
ongoing direction and support.

4. Each Major Cricket Association also employs a CRICKET
DEVELOPMENT MANAGER who is responsible for the implementation
of the MILO Have-A-Go Cricket programme and its delivery by the
MILO Summer Squad. They are also available to provide information
and support throughout the season.

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WHAT IS A TYPICAL MILO HAVE-A-GO CRICKET
SEASON?

The great thing about the MILO Have-A-Go Cricket programme is its
flexibility.

1. This means the timing of the programme can fit in with the needs of the
school, club or district, players, teachers and/or parents. The
programme can be run either afterschool, or on a mid-week evening, or
on a Saturday morning.

2. The MILO Have-A-Go Cricket programme is based on 12 PLANNED
SESSIONS. Each session is 90 minutes in duration and is divided into
seven sections:

Warm up activity [10 minutes]
Ball handling skills drills [10 minutes]
Batting skills drills [10 minutes]
Fielding skills drills [10 minutes]
Bowling skills drills [10 minutes]
Modified cricket game [30 minutes]
Warm down activity [10 minutes

3. The sessions are designed to run in two blocks of SIX sessions with the
blocks spread:
Either over a calendar year with six at the beginning of the year
[January-March] and six at the end of the year [October-December]
Or through the cricket season with six before Christmas [October-
December] and six after Christmas [January-March]
There is no reason, however, why other possible arrangements of the
sessions can be made, including adding more sessions. Each MILO
Have-A-Go Cricket Centre is free to determine which model best suits
them.

4. Although the duration of each session is 90 minutes this can be altered
depending upon the age and concentration level of the participants to a
timeframe that best suits each MILO Have-A-Go Cricket Centre.
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HOW DOES OUR SCHOOL, CLUB OR DISTRICT SET UP
A MILO HAVE-A-GO CRICKET CENTRE?

More and more schools, clubs and districts are setting up MILO Have-A-Go
Cricket Centres each year, as they realise the importance of the programme
to their future viability. There are a few simple steps to introducing and setting
up a MILO Have-A-Go Cricket Centre.

1. Your school, club or district will need to find 1 or 2 keen teachers and/or
parents to coordinate the programme [COORDINATOR COACH].

2. Your school, club or district will need to contact the Cricket Development
Manager in your Major Cricket Association or your local MILO Summer
Squad Cricket Development Officer and express their interest in the
programme.

3. Your school, club or district will then need to organise a meeting with the
Cricket Development Manager or MILO Summer Squad Cricket
Development Officer to discuss the procedures for setting up a MILO
Have-A-Go Cricket Centre and running the programme.

4. Once your school, club or district has confirmed their intention to set up a
MILO Have-A-Go Cricket Centre, New Zealand Cricket will provide an
Administration Handbook detailing how to coordinate and run a MILO
Have-A-Go Cricket Centre and a Receipt Book to assist with registration.

5. Your school, club or district will then need:
To determine the date, time, venue and procedures for their
registration day
To ascertain the commencement date, time and venue for the MILO
Have-A-Go Cricket programme
To design an appropriate recruitment flyer outlining how and where
children can join the MILO Have-A-Go Cricket programme
To decide which local primary schools they want the MILO Summer
Squad personnel to visit to deliver MILO Cricket Awareness Lessons
to recruit boys and girls into the programme

6. Hold your registration day for players and identify which teachers and/or
parents are willing to assist run the MILO Have-A-Go Cricket Centre and
train as coaches.

7. Arrange a coach education inservice date approximately one week prior to
commencing the programme, for the local MILO Summer Squad Cricket
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Development Officer to come in and train your teachers and/or parents as
MILO Have-A-Go Cricket coaches.

8. Coordinator coach to send your order with the money collected from the
registered players [$20 per player] to New Zealand Cricket to receive your
official player giveaways and starter kit of equipment.

9. Start the programme. Have fun!
